Halston captured my attention right from the start, setting a suspenseful mood to backdrop the sweet and
sexy romance between Jax and Megan. Not only did they have to solve the mystery behind Megan’s stalker,
they also have a deep connection and unresolved past, and an incredible amount of chemistry.

Through flashbacks, we get to know their past personas which are very different from their current
personalities, their baseball kiss-cam meet-cute, and how those four incredible days together changed their
lives. Even though the circumstances of their reunion aren't great, | really enjoyed their sizzling hot
chemistry, the way they got to rediscover each other with a back and forth made me laugh and smile, and
how they learned to balance each other.

Although | first wanted to slap her silly for not making sure her house alarm was activated, Megan was a
very likeable character as was Jax even though he had big emotional conflicts between wanting Megan and
needing to protect her. | aso liked getting to know Megan’s two band mates and Jax’ business partners. |
can't wait to read more about them.
